5. Have you told enough for your reader to follow the events of the story with no confusion?  Did you say what you meant to, or did you think it and forget to write it down?  Are there any poofs?



6. Does your story end in a logical way and does not leave the reader thinking you just stopped and wrote one sentence to end it?



7. Are your verbs exciting and show action?  Do you use describing words and phrases that help the reader see, hear, and feel what you are describing, not just lists of colors, sizes, etc.?  Have you “showed” it rather than just saying it?



8. Have you included dialogue that moves the story along and shows the characters interacting?



9.   Is your handwriting easy to read and can the reader
