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As you read ask yourself:

· Who are the main characters in the story?

· Do I like or dislike them?  Why?

· Who is the most important character in the story?  Why?

· Do any of the characters change in the story?  How?

· Does a character do things that are good or bad?  What kind of things?
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Plot
As you read ask yourself:

· What are the main things that have happened in the story?

· Can I guess what is going to happen next?  What clues can I use?

· What would I have done differently if I had been one of the characters?
· What is the problem in the story?
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· How did I feel while reading this story?  Why did I feel that way?

· What was the most exciting thing that happened?

· What was the funniest or saddest or strangest thing that happened?

· What do I remember most about this story?
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Even though the story or passage does not directly say, you infer the information from the text.  Some types of inferences are:

· Location – you know where the story is taking place

· Time – you know when is the story taking place

· Action – you know what the character is doing

· Cause & Effect – you know what has happened because of the event or action

· Object – you know what something is by the description or action

· Problem/Solution – you know what the problem is from the action or description

· Feeling/Attitude – you know how a character is feeling or their attitude by their actions
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
