Sustained Quiet Uninterrupted Reading Time

"Try Harder"

I didn't read for very much of the time, I kept moving around to find a reading spot, I talked often to friends, I didn't understand what I read at all (and didn't try to get help), I pulled others off track, the books I choose are too easy or hard.

"Doing Okay"

I read almost the whole time.  I only had to move once to find a good spot.  I may have talked once, but it was probably book talk.  I had some confusion but I got help. My book was on level, I may have "read out loud" on occasion.

"Excellent"

I read the entire time, I stayed in my spot. My book was on level, I read my book and understood it completely (I can tell someone what happened or explain it), I read SILENTLY.

3--I pick books on my level I like but give general reasons for picking it. ie. “It looks good.” or “It’s a chapter book.”.

1—I pick new books All the time, sometimes without finishing any OR I always pick books that are too easy or challenging.
